Cycle 4 of the National Longitudinal Survey of Children and Youth (NLSCY) was
conducted by Statistics Canada between September 2000 and May 2001. These notes
apply to a wide range of questions and variables, not just those applicable to this study.
Many more details are available from Statistics Canada.

The total sample was 36,789, all but 21 from the ten provinces. Up to two children per
household were surveyed, the children being randomly selected in households of three or
more children.
